Thank you to all the members who submitted grant applications for 2024! WCIA once again 

received a large number of requests for risk mitigation and staff development grants, making the 

Risk Reduction Grant Committee’s decision making challenging. WCIA received 36 Risk 

Mitigation applications totaling nearly $660,000 in requests ($175,000 available for mitigation 

grants) and 6 requests for Staff Development Grants ($15,000 in available funds). The 

Committee was able to award 12 Risk Mitigation Grants and 6 Staff Development Grants.  

The Committee met virtually on two occasions to make their decisions. Thank you to the 2024
